It is the primary occasion on which the Bishop
gathers together with his priests to offer the Holy Sac-
rifice together, as we share in the same priesthood,
which was instituted on this day. / Tradicionalmente,
la Iglesia celebra la Misa de la Bendicion del Crisma
y de los demas aceites el Jueves Santo por la mariana.

Mass of the Lord’s Supper / Misa de la Cena del Serior:
On Thursday, our blessed Lord, the New Moses, cele-
brates the Passover, a day early, instituting the New
Passover of the Mass. a. In place of a mindless crea-
ture, He offers Himself as the Lamb of God. He insti-
tutes the unbloody sacrifice of the New Covenant and
the priesthood that offers that sacrifice through the ag-
es. b. After the Last Supper, He goes to the Garden of
Gethsemane with His Apostles to prayer, where He is
arrested by the Jewish guards. After the Mass of the
Lord's Supper, we process with the Blessed Sacrament
to the altar of repose to pray with the Lord as He asked
of His Apostles. / El jueves, nuestro bendito Serior, el
Nuevo Moisés, celebra la Pascua con un dia de antela-
cion, instituyendo la Nueva Pascua de la Misa. a. En
lugar de una criatura sin razon, se ofrece a si mismo
como el Cordero de Dios. Instituye el sacrificio incru-
ento de la Nueva Alianza y el sacerdocio que ofrece ese
sacrificio a lo largo de los siglos. b. Tras la Ultima
Cena, se dirige al Huerto de Getsemani con sus
apostoles para orar, donde es arrestado por los guardi-
as judios.

Good Friday / Viernes Santo: After His arrest, our
Blessed Lord is subjected to the humiliations and
abuse which had been profesyed of God's Suffering
Servant by Holy Isaiah the Prophet (ch. 53) and Ho-
ly King David (Psalm 22), culminating in His cruci-
fixion and death. We celebrate His Passion on Good
Friday without a Mass (because there is no conse-
cration), but instead read His Sacred Passion and
venerate the Cross on which He died for our Salva-
tion. / Tras su detencion, nuestro Sefior es sometido
a las humillaciones y maltratos que habian sido pro-
fetizados para el Siervo Sufriente de Dios por el san-
to profeta Isaias (cap.

The Lord’s Passion: But on this Sunday, we have
heard the account of the Passion of our Blessed Lord.
In preparation for Holy Week, and particularly the
Passion of Christ on Good Friday, I would like to of-
fer three simple points for your consideration this
week:

A. The Passion of our Lord Jesus Christ is the subject
of the constant meditation by the Saints. We should
be very familiar with the basics of the Passion, espe-
cially the five Sorrowful Mysteries of the Holy Ro-
sary. But we should also have a good appreciation for
just how horrific It was. There is nothing that our
Blessed Lord did not suffer, emotionally or physical-
ly, in His Blessed Passion. While it is reasonable that
not every one of our Crucifixes depict Christ as He
appeared on the Cross, we need to see exactly what
the Body of our Blessed Lord experienced. We should
regularly meditate on His Passion, but in our time
when we are constantly bombarded with images, even
when they are not impure, we need to ensure that our
intellects and imaginations are filled with images
which elevate our hearts and minds to God.

B. I cannot emphasize enough the fact that your un-
ion with God through Jesus Christ in His Mystical
Body the Church will never be what it should be until
you recognize and accept in the depths of your soul
the fact that Jesus Christ suffered and died for you as
if you were the only person that ever lived. And that
means acknowledging every single one of our sins as
sins - no excuses, no rationalization. As long as you
refuse to embrace the moral teachings of Christ and
His Church down to the smallest area, you will never
appreciate the Passion of Christ nor God's Love for
you. (I want to caveat that those who suffer from psy-
chological dispositions that involve their feelings of
self-worth need to be careful with this theme and to
reflect on it under proper spiritual direction. They still
need to reflect on it, however.)

C. Finally, if you appreciate just how horrific the
Passion of Christ is and that He suffered what He suf-
fered out of love for you, then the only possible re-
sponse is contrition for our sins and, even more so,
gratitude! The Passion of Jesus Christ should be a
subject of constant tears for the true believer - tears of
sorrow and tears of gratitude. If we truly love Him,
then we would be overwhelmed with merely a glance
of an image of Christ Crucified.

May our Lady of Sorrows, His Mother and ours, in-
tercede for us to obtain this gift of tears!

La Pasion del Sefior: Este domingo hemos escuchado el
relato de la Pasion de nuestro Sefor. Como preparacion
para la Semana Santa, y en particular para la Pasion de
Cristo del Viernes Santo, me gustaria ofreceros tres
puntos sencillos para vuestra reflexion esta semana:

A. La Pasion de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo es objeto de
la meditacion constante de los santos. Debemos estar
muy familiarizados con los fundamentos de la Pasion,
especialmente con los cinco misterios dolorosos del
Santo Rosario. Pero también debemos tener una buena
comprension de lo horrible que fue. No hay nada que
nuestro Sefior no haya sufrido, emocional o fisicamen-
te, en su bendita Pasiéon. Aunque es razonable que no
todos nuestros crucifijos representen a Cristo tal y co-
mo aparecid en la Cruz, necesitamos ver exactamente
lo que experimentd el Cuerpo de nuestro Sefior. Debe-
mos meditar regularmente sobre Su Pasion, pero en
nuestra época, en la que nos bombardean constante-
mente con imagenes, incluso cuando no son impuras,
debemos asegurarnos de que nuestro intelecto y nuestra
imaginacion se llenen de iméagenes que eleven nuestros
corazones y nuestras mentes hacia Dios.

B. No puedo insistir lo suficiente en el hecho de que tu
unién con Dios a través de Jesucristo en su Cuerpo Mi-
stico, la Iglesia, nunca sera lo que deberia ser hasta que
reconozcas y aceptes en lo mas profundo de tu alma
que Jesucristo sufrid y murid por ti como si fueras la
unica persona que hubiera existido jamas. Y eso sig-
nifica reconocer cada uno de nuestros pecados como
tales, sin excusas ni racionalizaciones. Mientras te
niegues a abrazar las enseflanzas morales de Cristo y de
su Iglesia hasta en el mas minimo detalle, nunca apreci-
arads la Pasion de Cristo ni el amor de Dios por ti.
(Quiero advertir que quienes padecen trastornos psico-
logicos que afectan a su autoestima deben tener
cuidado con este tema y reflexionar sobre €l bajo una
direccion espiritual adecuada. No obstante, deben re-
flexionar sobre ello).

C. Por tltimo, si aprecias lo horrible que es la Pasion
de Cristo y que El sufrié lo que sufridé por amor a ti,
entonces la Unica respuesta posible es la contricion por
nuestros pecados y, mas auin, jla gratitud! La Pasion de
Jesucristo deberia ser motivo de lagrimas constantes
para el verdadero creyente: lagrimas de dolor y lagri-
mas de gratitud. Si realmente le amamos, nos sen-
tiriamos abrumados con solo una mirada a una imagen
de Cristo Crucificado.
